Fraternal Greetings, Brothers and Sisters!

This month’s questions are:
17. What could_your local lodge offer a prospective new member?
18. What must_your local lodge offer a prospective new member?

What we can do at the local lodge level is incalculable and even unpredictable! Suggested
by Lars Lewander of Milwaukee, Wisconsin, is a marketing plan — to be reviewed on every third
Thursday in lodge. Their plan concentrates on needs of today’s community and on creating aware-
ness through fundraisers and good deeds. Social activities evolve around food and beverages. An
“invite a friend to dinner” night followed by an informal and informative — if not persuasive — meeting
is done regularly. One Wisconsin lodge offers a dinner before every meeting at a price of three to
five dollars. What a lodge could offer has truly burgeoned — perhaps, card games, pool, video ar-
cades for the youth, dances, celebrations within the community, etc. Being open to new plans and
intentions is truly encouraged by members of successful lodges. Casual events pursued by mem-
bers of one lodge include baseball, tailgating, and even boating. Grand Master Tom Reed of Wis-
consin alludes to a program “to relieve the distressed” initiated at his local lodge where each mem-
ber receives one hundred dollars to be used to help any individual encountered in distress. Tom
has done that at least once and, with an insistence of not having the recipient repay, was later re-
imbursed by his lodge. New members become quickly and directly involved in lodge work and de-
gree work is made “fun and mystical.” Local and jurisdictional websites exist that are uniform to
that of The Sovereign Grand Lodge whereby we look to the public like ONE organization, not 1,000
“independent” organizations, that help prospective new members to “like, need, and want” Odd Fel-
lowship, and that guide the viewer to the local lodge. Illinois Grand Master BJ Goldberg — my
“biker” brother and friend who drove to the Upper Peninsula of Michigan in November to help me
with an initiation — stressed the need to have an “inviting” home setting with comfortable chairs and
tables — even in the ante room for new members!!! The lodge room should exude its magnificent
history and mystery with artifacts and wall-hangings. Positive feelings evolve when lodges are ac-
tive and busy with programs and goals. We know what happens to a lodge with zero activities.
Ohioan Stanley Wyllie suggests opening the lodge during the day for greater service and benefit —
providing an exercise room or computers for members and guests, associating with other civic
groups and giving them free meeting space in exchange for appreciated services, being a
“research lodge” for the jurisdiction, presenting programs to other civic groups, sponsoring different
community events — a health fair, blood pressure checks, etc.
