The Cub Pack was 150 plus 

boys for the whole time.

We 

will build a better world one community at a time.

*** The Pentagonôs on-site firehouse responded immediately to the crash.  Firefighters from nearby 

Reagan National Airport and Virginiaôs Arlington County Fire Department arrived within minutes.  Many 

civilian employees and military personnel evacuated the building short after the impact, while others felt 

compelled to rush into the burning structure to rescue trapped and injured colleagues. 

One hundred and eighty-four lives were lost at the Pentagon that day.  They were men, women, and 

children.  They were mothers and fathers, husbands and wives, sisters and brothers, daughters and sons.  

They came from all walks of life: administrative assistants, doctors, educators, flight crew, military leaders, 

scientists and students.  They came from towns and cities, large and small, across the United States and 

around the world.  The youngest was only three years old; the oldest 71. 

The physical damage to the Pentagon was rebuilt in less than one year, but these attacks changed our 

world forever.

Past SGM: Harry V. Lohman: On September 11, 2001, I was on an airplane at the Baltimore/

Washington airport, waiting to fly to the Connecticut Grand Lodge Session as my first visit to any 

jurisdiction as Sovereign Grand Master. 

As we were pushing back from the gate, the pilot came over the intercom with a message that there had 

been an accident in New York with a plane accidentally flying into one of the World Trade Center Towers, 

and we would have to pull back up to the gate and wait a few minutes to be directed around the city.  Then 

moments later he stated another plane had hit the other tower and they think it might be a terrorist attack and 

we must all return to the terminal.  On the way in we were told the Pentagon had been bombed.  Once inside 

we were immediately escorted out of the terminal, only to be let in later to retrieve our luggage. 

All of the cell phones, land phones and pay phones were dead and there were no rental cars available.  

Some five hours later I was able to get a hold of Brother Renninger, after his many hour commute, and he 

came to the airport to pick me up. 

The next day I was able to reach Sister Allyson Assay (Cuminale) and her mother, Jane Shaffer, and 

met them in Delaware, and we rode to Connecticut. 

Upon my arrival in Connecticut, Sister Judette Rippetoe, the President of the IARA who was also 

visiting Connecticut, had arrived on the 10th of September.  We immediately went into second gear and 

established the American Tragedy Fund.  The Brothers and Sister of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows

donated over $85,000.00 to this fund.  I was able to 

work with a representative from the Pentagon and 

the Shanksville Foundation, and we, the Odd 

Fellows and Rebekahs donated $500.00 to each of 

the surviving children of the adults that were killed 

at the Pentagon and those that were killed on the 

plane crash in Shanksville. 

I received many thank you notes from the 

families thanking the Odd Fellows and Rebekahs for 

the donations.  They were using the money for the 

current and future education of the children, and 

some members who did not live in the Washington 

area, used the money to travel to the Pentagon and 

Shanksville for the one year anniversary of their loss.

The Pentagon set up a memorial fund to build a 

memorial at the site of the Pentagon crash, and we 

donated $14,000.00 in the name of the Odd Fellows 

and Rebekahs to this fund, and Brother Renninger 

and myself were invited to the dedication ceremony 

at the Pentagon to represent the Order.  We are 

featured in the DVD of the Memorial, ñA Nation 

Remembersò. 

Our lives have changed forever, but we must 

always remember those that sacrificed there lives, 

and those still in combat defending our nation, so 

that we may live a FREE life. 

On behalf of all of those who received 

donations from the Odd Fellows and Rebekahs, I 

thank you from the bottom of my heart.  What a 

wonderful Organization we belong to.  I love you all.

To think I came 

through Pittsburgh one day before 9/11.  After 

leaving Connecticutôs Grand Lodge and Rebekah 

Assembly sessions, bag and baggage which almost 

didnôt fit in Allisonôs car or Harry and I almost 

didnôt fit in Allisonôs car after loading our luggage.  

We arrived in Delaware and moved everything to 

Harryôs car and went to a Baltimore Hotel where I 

stayed until I could get a flight to the west coast.  

The airlines called me 2 days later and said they had

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one seat on a flight to San Francisco and asked if I 

wanted it.  I didnôt care where in California they had 

a flight; I was ready to go home.  The airlines faxed 

a confirmation to the hotel because security wouldnôt 

let you into the airport property unless you had a 

confirmed flight.  Three hours to get through 

security and then they took you into a secure room 

and werenôt allowed to leave.  You sure look at 

people in a, whole different way when you are 

locked in a room with them knowing you are going 

to be on a plane with them for 4 1/2 hours.  It was 

the longest flight that I have ever been on.  After 

arriving in San Francisco they had a flight to 

Sacramento just boarding and they said I could get 

on it éonly four of us on the flight, but I was on my 

way home!!!  That was my experience and memory 

of 9/11.  I was the fortunate oneðonly a few days 

disrupted in my life but to think of the ones that lost 

everything. 

May God bless the many souls who lost their 

lives, on September 11, 2001, at the World Trade 

Center, the Pentagon, and on airline flights 11, 175, 

77, & 93. 

The courage and sacrifice shown by the FDNY 

firefighters, the NYC Police, and other NYC EMS 

will never be forgotten.  History will remember 

9/11/2001.
